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THE PROPOSAL™'
“ECSTACY”

Propesals to house all freshmen
on the Institute campus as cutlined
in the recent report of the Advisory
Committee on Houslng and Dining
Facilities were strongly defended
by Assistant Dean Thomas L.
Hilton last Wednesday night at a
forum aired on WMIT. Hilton
pointed out that living in the dorms
during the freshman year forms
close friendships, makes the stu-
dent more familiar with campus
facilities, and ralses his  term
ratings., He alse added that almost
all other comparable szhools guch

g Princeton, Yale, and Cal Tech
require freshmen to live on campus.

In suppert of the high scholastic
averages for those students living
in the dormitories the approximate
first term ratings for this yeaz's
freshmen were quoted at 340 for
dormitory freshmen, 3.00 for frater-
nity freshmen, and an all freshmen
average at 3.6, Mr. Hilton stated,
“Freshmen living in dormitories
always rate better than the average
freshmen,” .

Fraternity Advantages

Lawrence Mayer, president of the
IFC, had stated however, at an
IFC meeting that fraternity fresh-
men are much more active in social
affairs and athlelic events. Frater-
nity men also develop an Institute
spirit through greater participation
in extra-curricular activities and
by forming cloger friendships with
other studenis at the Institute, he
said.

Dormitory space will probably be
assigned to fraternities, but will not
be issued by the block. Rooms for
fraternities will be spread ot and
fraternity brothers will be expected
to take part in dormitory activities
like any other dormitory student.

not, as has been rumored, o have
the mail centralized in nne building,
An ingpection system will prob-
ably be resorted to next year in the
question of food and hot plafes in
the rooms. Mr, Hilton indicated that
to prevent the use of hot plates
al] food, refrigerators, etc., must be
removed, since enforcement of one
and not the other is virtuslly im-
possible. At the same time it was
pointed out that boarding houses,
which have ample cooking facilities
and privilepes, can be rented at an
average of one dollar per week less
than the average gommitory room.

New 'Phone System 7

Mr. Hilton went on to say that
with the promosed new phone sys-
tem a central swilchboeard must be
installed, and that it must be in
operation twenty-four hours a day.
The dormitory resident would be
called to a hall phone, during hours
when the house phone was not in
operation. Mr. Hilton agreed that
this system would give poorer serv-
ice than is being offered at present
but once installed it will be less
eXpensive o operate.

Membhers of the Administration
met with Inter-Fraternity Con-
ference representatives last Mon-
day in an effort to clarify and dis-
cuss the proposal that all fresh-
men be required to live on Campus,
and the nplications that the pro-
posal has for alj MIT fraiernities.

Im answer to the question of “Why
have restricted living,” Assistant
Dean Thomas L. Hilton stafed that
it would benefit the freshmen
classes markedly since at the pres-
ent time fraternities take a good
percentase of the “cream of the
crop” and those students who end
up in the dorms or commute don't
have 2 chance to associate with
these potential campus leaders. He
feels Lhat i would definitely benefit
the remainder of the freshmen
class who are nof as inclined to
activities and extra-curricula asso-
ciation.

Dean Farnsworth then stated
that the proposal is aun effort to
build up school spirit through the
incoming freshmen, He further
said ihat a freshman’s first associa-
tion upon enfering the Instituie
should be with the Institute iiself;
leaming how the Institute func-
fions, and being intégrated into the
Technology family. If would also
give the entering freshmen the op-
portunity to get acquainted with
dheir fellow classmates.

The Dean’s office has approved
an IFC proposal made at this meet-
ing of notifying the fraternities at
ieast two years in advance go that
some form of Spring Term rushing
can be conducted preceding the

ReadyToBeGranted

The Advisory Conunitiee on Mili-
tary and Selective Service is now
organized to request deferment in
Class 2-A (8) based om Executive
Order No. 10230 for students in
good standing who wish to be de-
ferred to continue their studies at
the Institute. °

This order provides for deferment

of “repistrants whose activity in
study may be considered to be
necessary o the nationzl health,
safety, or interest.” A list of Criti-
cal Occupations issued by the De-
partment of Labor includes the fol-
lowding categories:

Marine Architecture, Metallurgy,

Chemistry, Biology, Bactericlogy,
Physics, Geology, Mathematics, and
Teaching.

Critical engineers included: Civil,
Sanitary, Mechanical, Eleetrical, In-
dusirial, Mining, Peiroleum, and
Chemical. .

Students who have Class 2-A de-
ferments, should have a request
for extension filed with Local
Boards one full month before ex-
piration date. If no termination
date appeared on the classification
card, word should be left in Room
7-103 before leaving the Institute
for the summer that continuation
of deferment is desired.

Students who are classified 1-A
or 1-A-P (postpened induction)

“Massachusetts Institute of Tech-
nclogy is rated quite high by Cam-
bridge TUniversity.”

Liord Tedder, who was Allied Dep-
uty Supreme Commander in Eu-
rope under General Eisenhower in
the past war and who has been
chigf of Air Staff of the Roval Adr
Force since 1946, spent the day at
the Institute as the guest of Presi-
denit Killian., Just how he spent
his time here is restricted informa-
tion, but he said that he was im-
pressed by the “sttmulating atmos-
phere” which pervades the Insti-
tute,

Frepared North Atlantic Treaty

PFor the past twelve months, Lord
Tedder hss been in the United
States working with <General
Bradiley and General Ely of France
preparing the North Atlantic
Treaty. He has been on leave of
absence from the British Broad-
cadbing -Company. Now he has beesn
recalled to England by the B.B.C,
and visited the Institute on his way
home.

Lord Tedder began his military
career in 1914, when he joined the

army after graduating from Cam-
bridge University., Five years later
he transferred t the R.AF He
rose steadily through the rsnks
until he was appoirnted Comman-
der-in~Chief of the Mediterranean
Air Command in 1943, Later; the
same year he became Allied Deputy
Supreme Commander in Furope, At
the end of the war, he became
Chief of Staff 'of the R.AF. and was
created the first Baron of Glenguin.
Puring the war, Lord Tedder was
decorated by the United Siates,
Italy, France, and Russia, as well
as by his native England.

Liltes the Unifed States

While in the United States, on
this his third visit to the country,
Lord Tedder naturally spent most
of his time in Washingion. How-
ever, he says that he was able to
“cal, a4 breath of air down in
Florida” for a while.

Lord Tedder likes the United
States in general, but says that
Americans and Englishmen tend to
think that they are very similar
because of their common language.
“The English are a3 different, as a
society, from the Americans as any
other nationalities, and we must
not allow ourselves to forget this
in our dealings with each other.
But,” he added with a smile,
“Americans and British both know
how to eat. My lunch here at MIT
was delicious.”

Ecstasy, Heddy Lamar's secong
movie, was produced in Czecko-
slovakia in 1931 Fritz Mandel,
Heddy's millionaire Austrian hups-
band, attempied te suppress the
movie by buying up all existing
films.

iology Revises
Summer Session

Present freshmen electing
Courses VI, VII-A and VII-B can
look forward to a free summer after
the Sophomore year since recent
adjustments in the program make
it possible to eliminabte organie
chemistry lab from the summer
session. By the elimination of
gualitative analysis and integrating
the first- and second-year cur-~
vieulum of biology eourses so that
the elements of comparative anai-
omy will be included in General
Blology I, students will take or-
gamic chemistry in the second year
and organic laboratory in the third
year,

Present Sophomores, though, still
having to take organic chemistry
during this summer will not be re-
quired to take organic laboratory
during the summer,
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THE PROPOSAL

It is most unfortunate that the administration’s recent
“Proposal on Campus Living”” should have been presented as
it was. The proposal, because it is sc ineclusive, presents in
one package so many separate problems and their solutions,
that it is impossible for a democratic body, such as the student
population of this school, to clearly judge each facet of the
program on ifs individual merit.

Equally unfortunate is the fact that the Institute should
have submitted just one proposal, and that this one proposal
should be so complete. Many students correctly feel that the
administration submitted a package for “rubber stamp” ap-
proval. Students would rather have had the administration’s
problems presented to them, before the extensive proposal of
the administration was formulated in all its completeness.

It is this method of presentation to which we make our
principal objection. Nevertheless, the proposal needs to be
examined earefully. The proposal can hardly be called “all
wrong,” or “all right,” just because the administration formu-
lated it.

Contract feeding at Walker Memorial ought not to be
introduced on a ecompulsory basis. We objeet to required
contract feeding as a means of giving Walker a chance to
prove itself, or as a means of introducing contract feeding. We
support the student-suggested, short-trial method as the best
means of infroducing ceontract feeding and as the best means
of proving just what can be done with Walker Memorial.

Freshmen ocught not te be required to live on campus on
the basis of the information which the Institute has thus far
provided. Required freshman residence is a complex problem
in sociology. It must consider just what effect this edict at
this school would have upon people coming to this school.
In no case should required freshman residence and required
contract feeding for freshmen be used principally as a means
of relieving the Institute’s present economie situation.

While the Technology student, like all other people, wants
his environment to be as pleasant as possible, he must concern
himself principally with his studies. Until the Institute lowers
its scholastic standards this will remain so. The student’s idea
of “the good lifie” is simply one that allows him the maximum
freedom of thought and action, within reason. He wants the
freedom to gevern himself, the freedom of choice, the right to
pick his own environment, his own companions, and his own
style of living. He wants the freedom to be able to do what
he wants to do, when he wants {o do it, as long as no other
person is injured.

The Technology student should demand this concept of
“the good life’ ; he deserves nothing less.

Mr. Peterson, Supt. of Building and
Power, and told him that “the
movie definitely could not be shown
because it had been banned.” This
apparently was incorrect. How-
ever, Mr. Peterson took Harrington
al his word and informed the Presi-
dent’s office that the film had been
banned by the City of Cambridge.
Assistant Dean Thomas Hilbon then
informed 13C that the Mawor had
{elephoned the office of the Presi-
dent to inform M.IT. that in a spe-
cial session the Cambridge City
Council had passed an ordinance
forkidding the showing of Eestasy.
This apparently was a mistake, as
ne ordinance had been passed nor
was shere any special session of the
Couneil.

Assistant Dean Thomas Hillon
made the following statement:

“As an individual, a member of
the community, I seriously question
the decision of the Lecture Series
Committee to show the Slm—eood
taste and good judement seems to
suggest other choices—but as an
official of the Dean’s Office I feel
strongly that the community as a

it wants, providing, of course, that
the affair is conducted in acoord-
ance with the ordinances of the
City of Cambridge and the laws of
the Commonwealth.”

Then the Leoture Series Commit-
tee, in the hope that the “Ordi-
nance” did not apply to a ifree per-
formance, interviewed the Police
Captain to settle this matter. If it
were possible, LSC planned io show
the film at its own expense rather
than not show it at all. Iowever,
the Chief of Police imformed 1.8C
that regardiess of how, where or
when the film was shown, the film
and projectors would be confis-
cated, the sponsors arrested, and
the audience fined. In view of this
and the fact that police had already
been dispatched to room 10-250,
LSC decided that discretlon was the
better part of valor. '
