Prof. Struik's. Trial
o Star Next Month

Institute Mathematics Professor
Dirk J. Struik vill go on trial for
conspiracy sometime in December,
his attorney has announced. Formal
charges were filed by the state

last Wednesday.
Struik was indicted by a Middle-
sex County Grand Jury last Sep-
tember on charges of "conspiring

to overthrow the government." At
that time he -was suspended by the
Institute pending the coming trial.

The state charges that he use,,
"the methods of the Communists

in his teachings." Since the in-
dictment a defense comm ittee has

been set up to solicit support and
funds for the professor's trial.

After witnessing the growth of
nationalism and Nazism in Ger-
many, Czechoslovakia, and Austria,
Professor Karl W, Deutsch has now
written a book entitled Nationalism
and Social Communication. His in-
terest is in promoting peace and in
order to do this, says he, one must
understand the problems and dif-

ficulties confronting peace. Na-
tionalism is one of the big difficul-

Three main questions are an-
swered by Professor Deutsch in the
book, which will come out this
spring. What constitutes member-
ship in a nationality and how can

it be measured? In other words,
English and Americans speak the
same language but they do not have
a wide range of common ideas. The
second question deals with the
political and economic significance
of people; and the last question
deals with the extent with which

one can measure, trace, and predict
the changes in nationalism, and its
strength. Professor Deutsch com-
pares the speed of assimilating peo.
pies into another nationality with

the growth of population and with
the speed of industrialization. As

an example he cites Sweden over-
run by Finlanders who did not
speak Swedish. At the end of the
nineteenth century, Sweden was

run in the FInnish language. Other

Crite ri -He rshe y
General Louis B. Hershey, Direc-

tor of Selective Service, announced
Wednesday that class standings
may be used as a basis for draft
deferments next year. He also re-
affirmed a statement made last
week that if there is an acute
need for manpower the passing
grade on the college draft examina-
tion may be raised from 70 to 80.

Because most draft boards have
been ignoring the test scores when
considering the student, Selecti ve
Service may be forced to re-adopt
the class standings criterion. Any-
one registered in college this year
should not worry, however, as
there will be no change in present
policy unless the situation in Korea
gets worse.

If class standings are used for
deferment, a student would have
-to be in a division higher than the
top half to avild being called. Ac-
cording to General Hershey, the
college examinations were estab-
lished because deferment on a
class standing basis was considered
unfair. Students in a low divi-
sion in a large university may be

and one's fellows; it destroys con-
victions and does not have rel-
gion's conacliatory value.

Should we, then, let people be-
lieve in improbable things just be-
cause it saves them from an empti-
ness and non-direction in life?
Should we be religious? Dr. Williams
offered no answer. He merely stated
that he did not believe in any reli-
gion, but ,that for him the existence
of a spiritual dimension seemed
highly probable and he is waiting
for further proof to develop. We
believe religion as practiced today
is undersirable in many respects
but necessary simply because there
is something terrible and hideous
about its absence as seen in Hitler
and Russia. Dr. Williams stated
that is is not probable that any one
religion is right, but that it is prob-
able there is some superatural
spiritual government of the world.
