Admiral McCrea will deliver the keynote address to the assembled con-
ferees gt 1:00 p.m. this Saturday, November 7, in the Library Lounge. The
conferees will then move to Tech house at Buzzard's Bay, where they will
remain until Sunday afterncon. They will discuss general principles of

leadership and specific problems of
student government.

This is the first leadeirship confer-
ence ever held by Dormitory Commit-
tee. Patterned after the annual
leadership conferences of Institute
Committee, it is expected to acquaint
members of dormitory student govern-
ment with the problems they will
have to face.

Holds Numerous Decorations

Admiral MeCrea, the keynote
speaker, has served the nation through
two World Wars. Forv batile action in
the Pacific he was twice awarded the
Legion of Merit with Combat “V”’, He
holds numerous other U. 8. decova-
{ions, as well as decorations from the
governments of France, Belgium,
Chile, Greece and French Morvoceco.
From February, 1952 to June, 1953 he
was commandant of the First Naval
District, with collateral duty as com-
mander of the Boston Naval Base and
commandant of the Porismouth Naval
Base.

Soen affer Pearl Harbor, Admiral
McCrea was appointed naval aid to
Presicent Roosevelt. He accompanied
the President to the Casablanca Con-
ference, and as captain of the U.5.5.
Iowa, he took the President and the
Joint Chiefs of Staff to Oran for the
Caivo and Teheran Conferences and
returned them to Dakar,

Commanded Task Forece

Still commanding the Iowa, he par-
ticipated for eight months in the Cen-
tral Pacific’ campaign in World War

House Violator

tthis  decision, Judicial Committee
:5tated thut while this case clearly
[represents an unjustifiable vielation

of Open House regulations, it felt
;that expulision from the dorms was
f too severe a penalty for a first offense
of this magnitude.

Claims Unintentional Violation

Pulsifer appealed the orviginal de-
cision on the grounds that his viola-
tion was unintentional and therefore
merited only a lizht penalty, if any
at all. He stated that he had been
watching television on the night in
questicn, and forgot the time because
the program he was watching did not
end at 1:00 amn., the Open House
deadline. In an interview with The
Tech Pulsifer said that the Institute
Committee Judicial Committee had
considered the ecase fairly, taking into
aceount the broader aspects of the
case and the circumstances involved,
whereas in the orviginal decision it had
been treated merely as a violation of
the Open House rules, without regard

to the merits of the individual case.

Pulsifer stated that the present
Open House rules are equitable, pro-
vided they are enforced with varying
degrees of severity, depending on the
seriousness of the violation, and that
temporary suspension of certain per-
sonal privileges was adequate punish-
ment for ail but the most serious
violations. He feit that creating a
major disturbance in the dorms in
violation of these rules should be the
only grounds for expulsion.

One of Two Expelled

Pulsifer was one of two Open House
violators whem Dormitory Judicial |
Committee expelled from the dormi-|
tory system during iis meeting of |
Oetober 24, At this time two other
students received lesser penalties, also
as a part of the committee’s recently
stated policy of more styingent en-
forcement of dormitory J'egulations,‘
¢éspecially the Open House rules. None |
of the other three violators has ap-|
pealed his case.

According to the Institute Commit-f
tee Judicial Committee it ig hoped !
that the inclusion of a penalty depriv-
ing offenders of their Open House)
privileges will assist Dormitory Judi-|

cial Committee in its continued strict,
enforcement of Open House rules.
