Ends Lubell Dispute, Secks
Profits On Vending Machines

The much-discussed lounge chairmsan controversy is over. At
its meeting last Wednesday night, the East Campus House Com-
mittee voted unanimously to rescind a three-week-old motion re-
questing the resignation of its Lounge Chairman, Martin S. Lubell
"54. This ended a situation that threatened to become a source of
considerable ill feeling among East Campus residents.

Vending machines in general and milk-vending machines in
particular were the topics of two other committee resolutions. One
resolution asked the administration to turn over profits from the

cigarette and candy dispensing mach-
ines on East Campus to the East
Campus House Committee. The other
resolution asked fer the installation
of a machine to vend milk in oune-
quart cartons at a cost of 25¢ a quart,
with the stipulation that all profits
go to the house committee, regardless
of whether or not housecomm sue-
ceeds in getting the profits from the
other machines.

The committee also expressed itgelf
on the recent proposal to cut swim-
ming pool hours. A resclution was
passed stating that the East Campus
House Committee is in favor of keep-
ing the Alumni Pool open on weeck-
ends and until 9:00 p.m. in the eve-
ning. It was peointed out that several
people were hoping to get Sunday
heours for the pool before the recent
decision to cut the hours,

The Social Chairman, in his report,
reminded committec members of the
dance to be held in the Burton Eoom
tomorrow night. The admission is 50c

Alfred E. Burton Lounge on East
Campus will be renamed the Dr.
Henry T. Talbot Lounge, it was
learned yesterday. It is expected that
the new name will alleviate the con-
fusion between the lounge in Burton
House on West Campus and the one
on East Campus. Dr. Henry T. Talbot
was associated with the Institute
from 21885 to 1927, serving as Dean
of Students from 1921 to 1927, During
this long period of service Dr. Talbot
became extremely well liked by all
the students at the Institute. It was

of faculty and corporation memlers
to name a lounge in his honor.

The question of renaming the
lounges was resolved earlier this rear
when Dormitory Committee passed a
resolution awuthorizing the change.
East Campus House Committee ap-
proved the resolution but the Burten
House Committee was reluetant to
adopt the name Alfred E. Burton
Lounge for their lounge. Since the
naming of lounges and rooms rests
in the hands of the Institute it is ex-
pected that the Burfton House Main
Lounge will be called the Burton
Lounge.

Baker Memorial Foundation
To Finance Rdégé@m Progect

At a recent meeting of the Everett Moore Baker Memorial
Foundation, it was announced that the foundation has decided to
finance T.C.A.’s new religious emphasis program.

It was also revealed that the Foundation would like to spend
its principai funds on a religious library to be placed in the new
chapel. It is hoped that many of the books in this library will
come from the late Dean Bakexr's personal collection.

An initial donation of 3300 of cur-
rent funds to T.C.A. for the spensor-
ship of the new religious’ emphasis
program followed the memorandum
sent to the foundation by Seabury
MeGown, '55, religious action director
of T.C.A. This memorandum pointed
cut the lack of opportunities at M.LT,
for the development of the student’s
spiritual life, and outlined the pro-
gram which it asked the foundation
to sponsor.

Covers Initiai Phase

According to Michael B. Boylan,
'54, chairman of the Foundation ecom-
mittee, the grant is in line with the
purpose of the foundation—to perpet-
tiate the memory of Dean Baker and
to advance his ideals 2nd objectives.
The sum donated is only to cover the
initial phase of the program.

One of the provisions of the grant
was the following, as stated in a let-
ter from Boylan to McGown: “That
when these funds are expended, and
we hope thet it will beé soon, your

group and ours will sit down and try

to evaluate the éffectiveness of the
program to date with an eye toward
whether further investment -would
bring a satisfactory ‘return’.”

The money donated will be used to
bring outstanding religious leaders,
churchmen and laymen to the Insti-
tute to speak to student and faculty
groups on topics of a2 religious nature
of interest to all, It is hoped that the
existing religious groups on campus
will cooperate with T.C.A. in the
presentation of these men.

“Living Memorial”

w0 Tactors determined the founda-
tion’s selection of a project for the
expenditure of its funds, The first was
that the project be a living memorial
to Dean Baker, and the second was
that the project be connected in some
way with the west campus develop-
ment program.

Considering Dean Baker’s firm re-
ligious convictions, the foundation de-
vided that a religisus library in the

Fiske '54, and
Halcolm M. Jones 57, was appointed
to publicize the coming Christinas
Program at the Institute.

Claude P. T. Hill, former student
and staff member at the Institute,
died last week. Mr. Hill was a2 gradu-
ate student here for two years, re-
ceiving his Master's Degree in Geol-
ogy in 1852. He served as Teaching
Assistant in the Department of Geol-
ogy and Geophysies from 1951 to
1953, and also insiructed at the M.I.T.
Summer School near Antigeonish, Nova
Scotia, in 1851 and 1962. In June,
1563, Mr. Hill was awarded a Swope
Feliowship to continme work toward
a doctorate degree.

IN THE FACE OF PUBLIC OPINION

Throughout the history of this country, the question of the
Negro in American life has been bandied sufficiently so as.to
create a plethora of legal, constitutional, and moral problems W.h}ch
have essentially placed him in an ambiguous position. That posntu?n
is currently in the news. And when the subject of segregation in
public schools is finally decided by the United Sta!:es Suprerr.le
Court, it will undoubtedly be considered as the most important in
a long series. _ .

The whole problem probably finds greater tenslons in the
South than in any other section of the nation. At least five states
and the Distriet of Columbia are officially opposed to any change
in the traditional diseriminatory system and both Georgia and
South Carolina have indicated intentions of circumventing the
decision of the court in case it goes against them.

In spite of these public protestations, the Red and Black, Uni-
versity of Georgia student newspaper, flatly refused to .hecome
party to the bigotry of its elders and firmly declared itself in favgr
of abolishing segregation. In an editorial condemning the Georgia
gevernor’s stand (Herman Talmadge) they accused him of oppos-
ing efforts “to give the Negro a chance to get an education equal
to the white man’s.” “It is plain,” they said, . .. that continued
secregation and suppression can, and will, cause the death of
.democracy by the hands of its own leaders.” .

This enlightened attitude is fortunately not limited to the
editors of the newspaper. Miami University (Oxford, Ohio), Uni-
versity of Louisville (Kentucky), and Washington University (St.
Louis) have all moved to accept Negroes. Their student news-
papers have furthermore pressed for the education of the com-
munities in which they are situated, in order fo more thoroughly
break down the racial barriers. Steps have been taken fo boycotl
public shops and hotels which fail to serve men of all races. Even
Duke University, in the heart of North Carolina has indicated,
via a student poll, that a majority of ifs students would favor non-
segregation; and this, in a state where these views might not ex-
actly enhance the popularity of the instifution.

The forthright stand of the Red arnd Black is, however, in-
auspiciously cloaked in ramifications which invelve much more
than 2 statement of opposition. The principles at stake are a sup-
pression of independent thought and a censorship of a college
press, as well as an affirmation of the democratic beliefs of eqgual
opportunity. For the editorial staff of Red and Block was immedi-
ately attacked by the publisher of the Augusta Courier to whom
they responded, “If we yield . . . we commit not only ourselves but
all future staffs to a Quisling position.” The Courier, however,
went further to declare the newspaper to be the property of the
university and not the undergraduate body. Their argument was
accepted by the regents who voted to withhold further funds from
the paper until its stand against segregation, and, therefore, oppo-

‘sition to the expressed position of the state of Georgia, was
changed. |

This action is ss alarming ag it is narrow-minded. It conira-
dicts the very principles which have given this nation vitality and
strength. To destroy criticism and dissent by an imposition of
orthodoxy is to destroy freedom and creativeness. The Red and
Black is to be commended for ifs brave stand. We can view tha
actions of the Auguste Couwrier and the University of Georgia
regents only with contempt. But before we develop for ourselves
a “holier than thou’ attitude, we can well pause for an evaiuation
of our own position. For here in New England, where these old
restrictions are not so tenaciously held, and where aversion to-
ward discrimination is publicly proclaimed, college organizations
and fraternities still cling to the old guard. Their outmoded ve-
strictive clauses still exist.

If the foundation is permiited to
finance and develop this library, it is
probable that all of the principal
funds will be used. If this is the case,
according to Boylan, it is likely that
the group will dissolve following the
completion of the project.

Organized By Students

Following the Dean's “untimely”
death, the foundation was organized
in the fall of 1951 by 2 group of 30
seniors; their purpese being to per-
petuate his memory and to advance
hic ideals and g¢hjectives. In its first
yvear it raised funds totaling $15,000.
This money was invested and was to
draw interest which was either to be
invested or to be added to the operat-
ing funds.

Last year the organization studied
the idea of a2 student union and tne
problem of cooperation and unity on
campus. An architecture student at
the Ingtitute was commissioned to
draw up plans for a student union
which would be part of the west
campus development program. These
plans are now in the hands of the
Building Commission.
