At one particular in-
stant during the evening there were
over 600 people in Baker House, the
girls outnumbering the boys 2 to 1.

Seventeen cases of soda, fourteen
pounds of potato chips and ten pounds
of pretzels were reported consumed
during the dance. The Baker Hoiise
Social Committee have expressed reso-
lutions for more accurate social co-
ordination so that in the future no’
more girls will be inconvenienced.

Fifty years ago this very day, on
September 28, 1904, President Henry
8. Pritchettr spoke to the Freshmen
and addressed them with these words:

Sometimes. it has seemed
that the applied science of recent years
lent - itself to the art of destruction
rather than to the purposes of con-
struction. All the inventions of modern
