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Three MIT Schools
Will Share Faculty,

Use Same Facilities

MIT's new School for Advanced
Study will not bring about any radi-
(el changes. It will, rather, serve to
tncourage the existing sitvation,
gpninted out by Profesbor Martin J.
Buerger, the first director of the new
School. The Institute School differs
from Princeton’s ivory tower Insti-
fute for Advanced Study, in that it
will be integrated into the MIT com-
runity, sharing the same faculty
and Tacilities ag the undergraduate
and graduate schools,

In the past, post-doctoral studenis
applied to individual professors ask-
ng permission to study with them.
Although most professors welcomed
such students, the burden of class
schedules and other werk ecut down
the time which they could afford to
give.

The School for Advanced Study
will help to relieve thig burden. Ap-
tlications for advanced study will be
handled by the Directors office which
will act as intermediary between the
applicants (who will reteive the title
of Fellows of the School for Advane-
ed Studies) and the professors with
whom they wish to work. This will
Lfacilitate reapportionment of the pro-
fessors’ time,

Probably to become a “Fellow”, the
student will not be asked to pay tui-
tion, although Institute funds are not
now available for post-dcctoral fel-
lowships and, according te Professor
Buerger, none are planned for the
immediate future, Financial support
will usually come ss in the past, in
'Ethe form of independent grants made
idirectly to the individuals. At the
present time none of these grants
will be channeled through the office
of the dirvector of the new scheel, but,
Professor Buerger pointed out that

Beavers. The Cantabs froze for the
last shot, but missed, and the half
ended, 29 to 23, Harvard.

The second half opened with an
exchange of baskets between Jordan
and Haughy and play continued o
run evenly uniil 16:01, when Vergun
hit on his first clean shot of the
game to narrow the gap to 3 points.
At this point Haughy panicked the
erowd with two hooks and a driving
lay up, all in succession, to reopen
the gap to 9 points. As Tech shifted
into a man-for-man defense from
their zone substitute Murray Mura-
skin gave the fans new hope as he
hit on two successive jumps from 25
feet out and added another from 20
feet seconds later. Harvard then open-
ed the gap to 8 points again, but
with eight minutes remaining in the
game the crowd went wild as How-
ard, Jordan, co-captain Bernie Ben-
son, and Vergun sank 8 straight
points to tie it up 47 to 47. From this
paint on the lead changed hands re-
peatedly with Howard scoring the
bulk of the Beaver points as they held
leads of 49-48, 55-54, and 59-58. With
Tech holding the last of these one
point leads, Harvard stole the ball,
and Hastings drove in for the win-
ning lay up. The Beavers got the ball

‘ormation Of MIT School For Advanced Study Announced;
Institute Professor Martin Buerger Named First Director

Dr. Killian Announces New School
AtCorporation New York Banquet

Tstablishment of a School for Ad-
vanced Study at the Institute was
anncunced last Wednesday by Presi-
dent James R. Killian, Jr.

The new school will provide means
by which post-doctoral scholars from
all over the world can join with the
Institute faenlty in high-level the-
oretical studies and research. Dr.
Martin J. Buerger, professor of min-
eralogy and erystallography, has been
appointed director.

The announcement was made at a
dinner at The Waldorf-Astoria given
by the MIT Corporation for 1,500
guests, including many alumni Trib-
ute was paid to the late Karl T.
Compton, former president of the In-
stitute, by Dr, Killian and the other
speakers, Robert Cutler, Boston, con-
sultant to the Naional Securiy Coun-
c¢il, and Rober E. Wilson, Chieago,
chairman of the Standard 0Oil Com-
pany of Indiana. Mr. Wilson, a mem-
ber of the MIT Corperation and for
54 years a close friend of Dr. Comp-
ton, told how his leadership brought
the Institute inte pre-eminence in
science as well as engineering.

Importance of Post-Dactoral Study

The new school will formalize op-
portunities for advanced study which
are already available, Dir. Killian
said.

“The advance in knowledge makes
it increasingly important for scholars
to pursue study beyond the level of
the graduate school and the doctor’s
degree,” Dr. Killian pointed out. “In
fact, the advancement of American
science particularly requires move
post-doctoral study and research in
our educational institutions.

“In its initial embodiment the
school will be simply an organiza-
tional entity, but we hope ultimately
to provide a center and adequate
housing for fellows and guests and
by this means to gain the advantage
of cross stimulation of ideas which

oceurs when learned and ingenious
men are brought together into close
social contact.”

Interchange of Ideas

Dy. Buerger, who was present at
the dinner, said that ordimarily visit-
ing scholars do not envoll in courses
or seek degrees, and are not asked to
pay tuition. The majority are sup-
ported by fellowships or grants.

“We welcome such scholars and be-
lieve we can be of greater help to
them by establishing the new school,”
gaid Dr. Buerger. “Much can be
gained in science and engineering
through the interchange of ideas.
Close association and intimate discus-
sion between ren in the same field
of research, or in different fields, can
be productive of new insights.

On Campus Facilities

“By establishing 2 school, we will
be able to bring the scholars ecloser
together and closer to members of
our own faculty. Special programs
cen be arranged for them and ar-
rangements can be made for them to
meet in informal conferences. Plans
for a special on-campus housing unit
for visiting scholars are being con-
sidered.”

The school's special staff, to be-
gin with, will consist only of the di-
reetor and a secretary. Dr. Buerger,
who will assume the office of diree-
tor July 1, has been at the Institute
since 1920, when he came as a stu-
dent. He has been on the stafl since
1825 when he was appointed a teach-
ing fellow. He became a fuil profes-
sor in the Department of Geology
in 1944 and iz now chairman of the
Institute faculty.

In connection with his appointment
to head the School for Advanced
Study, Doctor Buerger has been ap-
pointed an Instituie Professor, the
third man to hold the title at the
present time.

First Annual Carnival March 10

To stimu-
late interest in these groups the Car-
nival Committee, headed by Phil Sper-
tus ’56, has arranged to provide
groups from local girl’s schools to
work with each group that so de-
sires. The groups will work together
in planning, building and running the
booths.

Popular in the past, the Carnival
has appealed to the ingenuity of the
Engincer sevving as an outlet for the
bizarre ideas which are apparently a
by-product of technical education.

Mechanically the booths will center
about a main prize bocth. Tickets,
good at any of the booths, will be on
sale. Winners at the individual booths
will receive prize tickets which in
turn may be exchanged for a variety
ol prizes on a system much like a

Times Square Penny Arcade.

Special awards will go to the most
original booth, the most successiul
booth and to the top prize ticket win-
ner. Perhaps the most appealing part
of the Carnival is the appearance of
Professors in humiliating positions
varying from the operation of shoe
shina stands to three-legged races.

The Carnival Committee will run
a poll in the lobby of Building 10 to
pick the faculty members who will he
asked to participate and to gathev
ideas to help in planning the stunts.

Traditionally the Carnival has
proved to be one of the few oceca-
sions for students and faculty to meet
cn equal terms with hair down. The
present Carnival will be the only In-
stitute appeal for help for the vari-
ous charities.

Normally, MIT receives a numbsy
of requests for worthy student chavi-
ties. No money iz available for ap-
propriation. With the World Univer-
gity Service, the National Scholavshin:
Fund for Negro Students, the Fostex
Parents Plan for War Children and
several others will benefit. Of par-
ticular interest is a college in Africn
taught by a recent MIT graduate.
Carnival raised funds will rearh this
Institution through allocations from
World University Service and CARL.
