The ROTC change will take efféct next fall, when the present freshman elass will have the option of continuing or
stopping their ROTC sequence. For future entering classes, an expansion of the present program of freshman elee-

tives is planned, with two of those sub

jects required during

of one elective subject during the freshman year.

The future status of ROTC here depends on the nature of the next annual contract which the Institute wilt nego-
tiate with the military socon. It is understeod that the Institute will seek to have the Army and Air Force programs
put on the same basis as the present Navy program here. Under the Navy plan, which remains unaffected by the faculty
vote, students take ROTC only during the freshmon and senior years, receiving nine units of credit cach term.

The deletion of the term and cum
ratings will take effect in June. The
ratings will continue to be calculated
by the Institute and used “as an aid
to evaluating performance.” How-
ever, for the Class of 61 and ail sub-
sequent classes, the ratings will be
calculated to only two signifieant fig-
ures instead of the present three.

Professor Leicester Hamilton,
Chairman of the Committee on Aca-
demic Performance, made the recom-
mendation of deletion to the faculty
on behalf of his committee. Reports
advocating the abolition of compulsory
ROTC were submitied by Professor
Thomas K. Sherwood, Chairman of the
Committee on Undergraduate Policy,
and by Dean ofhn E. Burchard of the
School of Humanrities.

ROTC Statement

Dr. J. A. Stratton announced that
the Faculty on January 15th voted,
cffective the beginning of the fall
semester, 1958, the first- and second-
year sequences of subjects in Military
and Air Scienece will no longer be re-
quired. It was also voted that the
present Naval ROTC four-year se-
suence be continued as an elective
pregram. In addition, it was voted
that, pending the adoption of suitable
alternatives, all students other than
NROTC students, in the first two
years will be required o earn 12 units
of elective credit, which may include
up to 12 units of Military or Air Sci-
cncee subjects. This requirement will
replace the present requirement of 12
units of ROTC plus one G-unit first-
year elective. Present first- and se-
cond-year students who have been ex-
cused from basic ROTC courses will
be required to complete satisfactorily
only ene freshman elective.

The Cambridge Police Department has reported capturing a gang of teen-
age boys who have admitted making at least some of the robberies.

Prof. Bishop Named

To Head Economics,
Freeman Will Stay

Appointment of Dwr. Robert T.
Bishcep as head of the Department
of Economics and Social Science at
MIT was announced today by Dr.
Julius A, Stratton, acting president.
He succeeds Trofessor Ralph E. ¥Free-
man, who will continue as a Profes-
sor of KEeonomics,

Dr. Robert L, Bishop, who will succeed
Prof. Freeman s head of the Departmont
of Econamics and Social Sciences.

“Professor Freeman has served
with distinction since 1934 as hend
0of a deaprtment which had ils be-
ginning in the carly days of the In-
stitute and which during his admin-
istration became widely recognized
for its teaching and research,” said
Dean John E. Burchard of the Schooi
of Humanities and Social Seicnces.
“We are happy that he {3 to be suc-
cceded by an economist of such stat-
ure as Professor Bishop.”

Professor Bishop received bachol-
or's, master's and doctor's degrees
Irom Harvard University and was an
instructor and tutor in economics at
Harvaxd for threc years, IIe became
an instructor in cconomics at MIT
in 1942, an associate professor in
1950 and- a professor last summer.
His special field is cconomic theory
and he has been an industrial con-
sultant,

Professor Freeman studied at Me-
Master University and the Univer-
sity of Chicago and was 2 Rhodes
Scholar at Oxford University. For
several years he was in private busi-
ness and a member of the faculty of
the University of Western Ontario.
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Milestones

In discarding compulsory ROTC and ''de-emphasizing”
the cumulative rating, the faculty has reaffirmed its contin-
uing concern with the undergraduate’s intellectual welfare,
Both moves demonstrate an interest in the student which
over-rides any obstacles stemming from MIT's position
vis-a-vis the public. The fact that we may be setting 2 dan-
gerous precedent among technical schools by dropping
ROTC was finally outweighed by a clearer realization of
MIT's fundamental responsibility, which is to develop en-
gineers, scientists and leaders. In softening the outward
harshness of the marking system, the faculty has opened
the way for a re-evaluation of the student’s motivation and
his choice of goals. Whether, sometime in the future, the
system will undergo a really revolutionary change is im-
possible to tell; the groundwork, however, has been done.

It is noteworthy that studeat government played a large
partt in lobbying for these reforms. In so far as pressure
{from Inscomm was effective in bringing the faculty to
these decisions, the utility of student government, fepre-
senting student opinion, is demonstrated. Hopefully, this
object lesson will provide a needed clarification of student
government's proper role. Institute Committee, if it is o
retain the respect of both students and Administration,
must be above all a lobby for student opinion.

To convert the movie house into
a production studio, most of the the-
ater's 650 seats have been removed
and a level wooden floor is being
built from the theater stage over
the lower part of the orchestra. This
stage extension will provide about
3,000 square feet of unbroken studio
space which will be equipped with
lights and sound conditioned to form
a first-class shooting stage.

The films will be planned and writ-
ten individually by leading physi-
cists, including Nobel prize winners,
at educational institutions ard im-
dustrial Iaboratories across the coun-
try, Thus a top seientist will be re-
gponsible for each film subject al-
though he will work in close associa-
tion with professional movie wmen,
producers, and writers.

While Hollywood producer-direc-
tor Frank Capra will produce two
of the movies, the majority will be
made by Encyclopaedia Britannica
Films, Ipe.

John Sullivan, the enterprising
Cambridge businessman, who wants
to erect industrial faeilities on 5009
acres of a2quatic acreage in  the
Charles River, this week asked State
suppoert, for the transfer of the
“1and"” be transferred from MDC con-
trol to the City of Cambridge.

Szptember, 1958, must be satisfactor-
ily completed as a requirement for
graduation. All students presently en-
rolied in either first- or second-year
Army or Air Force ROTC courses will
be required to complete the particular
year'’s sequence of courses.

Cum Statement

Dr. J. A. Stratton announced that
the Faculty voted on danuary 15th
that as of June, 1958, the term and
cumulative ratings would be deleted
from the term report sent to the stu-
dent and teo his parenis, The term and
cumulative ratings will continue to be
used by the Institute as an aid to
evaluating  academic  performance.
However, the Faculty also voted that
effective Tebruary, 1958, first-year
term ratings will be caleulated to two
significant figures only and as soon
thereafter as practical term and cum-
ulative ratings for the three wupper
vears will be caleulated to two signifi-
cant figures.

In emmenting upon this announce-
ment, Dr. Siratton stated that the
cumulative and term raiings have
bheen the subjoeet of considerable study
by both faculty and student commit-
tees during the past few years. He
made speeific reference to the excel-
{ent report completed May 7, 1956, by
the Student Committee on Educational
Policy, a sub-committee of the Insti-
tute Committee. Dr. Stratton peinted
out that this faculty action was based
on specific recommendations made by
that student report, notably that the

numerical term and cumulative ratin.s
system violated the laws of signiﬁt=
cant figures, “that an effort be mad
to de-emphasize the Almighty Cumig
which appears to have no constructivg§
affect, if not a detrimental one, uponis
the educationzl aims of the majoritys
of MIT students,” and that term ang

cumulative ratings should be deletog!
from the term zreports sent -to they
students and parents. -
