- Jfeartened by the Dean’s Office announcement that
Hiscipline would probably be relaxed as MIT tends to-
:'zu‘d an academic community,” our friend looked for
bieger and better things to do—not realizing what was
B come soon. It didn’t take long to find out, for, two

weeks later, he was greeted with the news that the
dorm desk service shutdown was to continue, and that
his beloved open house rules—or lack of same—were
under careful surveillance.

A new lecture atiendance record was set here late
in October when the eminent Danish scholar, Neils
Bohr, delivered a series of six lectures. Whether it was
the man or his subject matter, no one knows, hut at-
tendance estimates yan as high as 500 for a single pro-
oram.

For the first time since ils initialion niany vears
ago, IField Day and its corresponding “activities”
were absent on an all-Institute scale. However, East
Campus’s “fun without harm” Field Day proved that
such an affair could be held without the predicted prob-
lems. (Incidentally, the Class of 61 was overwhelni-
ingly victorious.) The All Sports Day, ambitiously
planned by the Athletic Association to replace Field
Day, did not achieve the hoped-for resully, but some
blame can be placed on the weatherman who, as usual,
cursed the week-end with foul weather.

Junior Prom, on the same week-end, was highlighted
by the traditional formal dance, this vear Teaturing
Lester Lanin, a reasonably successful Saturday night
program with Kai Winding, and a gala afternocon cock-
tail party sponsored by the newly-formed Siema Ep-
silon Chi.

Early in November, the MIT community was sur-
prised and pleased to find that the president of the In-
stitue, Dr,. James R. Killian, had been appointed Spe-
clal Advisor to the President for Science and Technol-
0g¥v, a position which was to charge him with the task

of leading the United States back into a position of
technological supremacy. Dr. Julius A. Stratton, chan-
cellor, was appointed to fili the vacancy when Dr. Kil-
lian left for Washington.

Two weeks later, the first of a series of edicis from
the Dean’s Office (which soon had the stadents cry-
ing, “Where will il stop?”) appeared, this one concern~
ing the “questionable tasie” of the campus humor
magazine, Voo Doo. Despite some serious threats and
a sugeestion that publication be temporarily discen-
tinued, the magazine continued-—hut not hefore sev-
eral major changes were made in conlent and person-
nel.

During the same period, a happier note was siruck
when the students found that the much-discussed-bui-
littie-done-ubout parking problem was being seriously
considered by the Institule—io the extent that an ex-
tensive and expensive parking siudy had just Deen
compleled. The new plan called for several parking
slructures, including a {wo-slory tennis deck, and re-
localion of several of the present facilities. The report
soon disappeared into ihe deep dark recesses of the
Long Range Planning Commitiee,

In December, the open house queslion once again
leaped inte the headlines. After some prodding by the
admirisiration, Dormcon formulated a “new” set of
rules, and IFC appreved a parictial resolution. Though
much {ear was had concerning the possibilily of the
Dean’s Office vejection of the dormitery proposal, al-
most all were satisfied with the final mutual agree-
ment, which, on the whole—even from the student’s

Two professors of chemistry and
two of naval wrehitecture at the In-
stitute will retire at the end of the
academic vear, but all will continue to
he active in education.

The chemists are Leicester F. Ham-
ilton, °14 professor of analytical chem-
istry, and Walter C, Schumb, profes-
sor of inorganic chemistry.

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The Long Hot Summer

The national crisis mounting in France and Algeria, and
the irrational fever of De Gaullism which foments it, will
daubtless continue to run side-by-side with the mid-twenti-
cth century for many months to come. The crisis is a
throwback to a younger France and an eurlier era. It has
little, if anything tc do with hydsogen bombs, or Soviet
imperialism, or earth satellites, or two-tone cars.

Underlying the present sweep of events is a deeper
French crisis—one, ironically, as modern as the Space Age.
France is losing her stake in the future. Since the end of
World War I it has been approprate in this country to
speak of her impending demise. But perhaps that is 2
spectre which no one can ifcel quite so poignantly as a
Frenchman. For him Algeria is more than a colony, France
more than a nation, and the Algerian issue more than
withering imperialism. If he rejuvenates the ghost of an
carlier France, might it not be to keep the summer sun
from nurturing that other spectre?

While France labors to find its place in today's world,
this country goes forth uncertainly into the tomorrow-
world of the Lack-of-Space Age.

The collision between an airliner and a military jet last
week—not by any means the first—points up the ever-
growing and already-critical trafhc jam in the skies. The
traffic problem on the ground has fong been recognized;
Frank Lloyd Wright is among those who believe that the
glut of autos in our cities is threatening their very exist-
ence.

Perhaps the most alarming realization is that the great
American industrial complex is steadily being diverted into
the development and production of gewgaws. The present
recession may be called the crisis of the chrome-trim econ-
omy.

What must haunt some Americans these hot summer
days is the spectre of a great city, too complex to function,
grinding to a late-afternoon halt; and its inhabitants left
with nothing but a few trinkets to bargain with. In that
prospect lies a question which deserves to be re-posed
today: What has industry and technology goi to do wiih
democracy and individual liberty?

The Big Sleep

The Big Slecp, the Brattle's latest, is a classic private
eye murder mystery with Bogart as the eye and Bacall cast
as a santllating eyefull. William Faulkner's screen play
of a Raymond Chandler story punctuates @ somewhat com-
plicated plot with lines that ate short, snappy, hard-boiled
and fraught with double entendre.

Bogart as tough detective Philip Matlowe is hired by
a half-paralyzed rich old general to check on the blackmail
of one of his two daughters. The youager daughter is
cute but as the old man says “has run out of standard
methods of getting into trouble and has started inventing
ways of her own,”

The blackmail angle quickly divides into plot and
counter-plot with a2 murder now and then but the relent-
less Bogart' keeps on the track, occasiomally throwing off
admiring and attractive women that pop up everywhere.

The story finally ends up with a thrilling gun battle
