Spaces Now Taken;
2000 Unsatisfied

Patking space at the Institute is
enly gone now, according to Se-
ty Officer Harvey Burstein, with
tleast two thousand applicants de-
their requested space. There are
¢ parking spaces on campus lots,
Fluding the additional lot between
Buldings 3 and 5. Considering double
“Ige, such as people leaving at 5
‘M. as others park for the night,
bt 2,500 cars can be granted the
weted parking stickers. But Bur-
lein estimates that between four and
¢ thougsand people need parking
pate on campus,
Despite a large portion of the
tckers having been allocated for stu-
' use, only one student application
it of every three or four received
wid be granted. Each department
!ﬂ'd been granted a fixed quota of
lickers, which they have distributed
eording to their own policy. This
farture from the past uniform
pf'h}‘y has led to some departments
fving out the stickers on the basis of
'111_ff rank, while others use transpor-
ithn problems as their criterion. All
dpartments report that their quotas,
" have been completely filled.

Bartleit Defines Housemasier Plan

During First Egghead Seminar

Professor Howard Bartlett, the new
housemaster of Burton House, defined
the plans and policies of the system in
an Egghead Seminar at Burton House
last Sunday evening. The general
policies have been settled, but the de-
tails and mechanies of the system re-
main to be developed.

The goal of the heusemaster system
is the improvement of the social and
intellectual atmosphere in the house,
and eventual internal autonomy for
house affairs. The first phase of the
program involves the eight Senior and
Resident Graduate Tutors. They will
not be directly under the supervision
of the housemaster, but will deal with
personal and academic problems
brought to them by the residents of
the house. They will bring the prob-
lem to Bartlett himself only if it is
beyond their scope. Similarly, Bart-
lett will bring problems brought to
him to Institute authorities only if the
nature of the problem goes beyond the
individual nouse and affects the en-
tire Institute,

In addition four previously appoint-
ed Grad tutors, and two additional
men have been named. They are:

Leif Patterson of Norway, grad
student in Mathematics; and

Anthony Turano, grad student in
Chem Engineering.

TCA Book Service
Finds Text Demand
Far Exceeds Supply

The TCA Book Scrvice, which has
been increasing in success since its
inauguration in 1936, has reached un-
heard-of proportions this year with
the demand fzar exceeding the supply.
Although extensive changes in text-
books have resulted in some resale
problems, there has still been a large
enough number of other books to off-
set the problem.

The Service functions on a com-
pletely non-profit basis, actually losing
some money due to the checking serv-
ice. Any student with unwanted books
of any kind need only take them to
the TCA office, leave a note stating
the price, and then await develop-
ments; if the book is sold, he will 1e~
ceive a check for the amount asked.
Qccasionally, books are left for such
a long time that it becomes obvious
that they will not be sold; in such a
case, they are either sold to a book-
store or else left on a table in the TCA
office for free distribution, Aside
Trom the students themselves,

consider details of house organiza-
ticn, leading to eventual increased
independence for house affairs.

At the Egghead Seminar, Prof.
Bartlett explained the growth of the
entire system. [t began with a set of
faculty associates changing every two
weeks, through a faculty resident who
was permanently assigned but had
only nominal authoerity. This system
is gtill retained by Baker, East Cam-
pus, and Senior House. The house-
master is a further extension of this
trend, and has been accompanied by a
faculty associate plan, assigning cer-
tain prominent faculty members to va-
rious living groups. The associate,
while not living in the dormitory, will
be guest and mentor for the residents
of a particular house.

Fraternity Stewards Discuss

Co-op Buying at Endicott House

MIT fraternities were intreduced to
a proposed co-operative buying pro-
gram last Saturday at the Inter-fra-
ternity Conference’s Stewards and
House Manapgers Conference at Endi-
cott House. Most of the recommenda-
ticns brought forward were incorpo-
rated in a thesis prepared last year
vear by BRob Jordan, President of
MIT’s Class of *58.

The purpose of the confarence, ac-
cording to Campbeli Francisco 59,
member of the steering committee set
up to sec the program through its
early stages, was to set up a system
of co-gperative buying which would

To Be Oriented Here
October 8, 9, 10

MIT’s third annual Guidance Con-
ference for High School Guidanee
Counselors will weleome 112 delegates
from public and private high schools
of the United States and Canada on
Oetober 8-10,

Purpose of the program ig to give
high school guidance directors a feel-
ing of identification with the Institute,
t> give them a chance to talk with stu-
dents here and to view the campus
first-hand.

Participants were selected largely
from high schools which have con-
tributed men {o the Institute in the
past. But the guest roster also in-
cludes eleven counselors frem schools
which have never sent a student to
MIT.

During their stay at the. Institute
participants will learn of the major
fields of study here. They’ll also get
a leok at MIT facilities, have an op-
portunity to chat with the administra-
tion and faculty, and to attend special
programs concerning high school and
college guidance techniques and selec-
tion of candidates for MIT,

Lighter moments will inciude lunch-
ing and dining at the Faculty Club,
sailing on the Charies, sipping cock-
tails at the president’s house, and at-
tending an MIT soccer game.

perpetuate ilself, and not die as simi-
lar past programs had.

Other members of the steering com-
mittee are Richard Sampson '59, IFC
President, Bud Long ’59, chairman of
the House Managers and Stewards
Committee, and Larry Bishoff, IFC
Inscomm  representative. Another
member will be chosen by the Execu-
tive Committee of IFC,

One of the prineipal concerns of this
conference was the problem of getting
the individual fraternities' steward’s
departments into a  position where
they would be able to participate ac-
tively and effectively in the program.
Toward this end, a uniform record
svstem was introduced, which will be
used by interested houses during the
next fwo month period. This will give
the IFC purchasing committee, which
will be set up at the end of this peviad,
positive and usable figures from which
tn work.

This program will create a new office
in the Inter-fraternity Conflerence,
that of Purchasing Manager. This po-
sition will supplant the present office
of chairman of the House Managers
and Stewards Committee, Long, pres-
ent chairman, stated that the new po-
sition will probably be on a level with
IFC president in importance to the
MIT fraternity system.

It was pointed out by all members
of the steering committee that co-
operative buving would be entirely on
a voluntary basis, and that the fra-
ternity would lose none of its auto-
nomy in subscribing. A recent ex-
ample of this ferm of purchasing is _
the fuel oil buving plan inaugurated
last winter by 20 houses. These
houses saved a total of §2,500 last
veour and have an ¢ven better contract
this vear,

As envisioned, the program will be-
zin modestly with co-operative buy-
ing of standardized items, such as
canned goods, then progress to the
more camplicated problem of meat
buying, and eventually encompass the
buving of all foods and household and
maintenance commodities.

It is expected that the program cun
be running smeothly within the school
vear. co-ordinating the quarter mil-
Hon dollar purchasing power of Tech
fraternities.

Aesthetic Functionality

In a full-scale effort to enhance the
appearance and improve the livability
of the East Parallel, $140.080 was
spent over the summer to vefuinish
and rewire the rooms. The new furni-
ture itgelf, amcounting to about $300
for each of the 216 rooms, comprised
only about half of the total expense,
the rest being taken up by painting,
lighting Tfixtures, rewiring, drapes,
ete. One of the few original items re-
maining are the mattresses, and even
they were completely renovated.

According to Robert R. Masterton,
Fast Campus Superintendent, the new
furniture is some of the best available.
Before any was purchased, a special
croup spent a considerable time exam-
ining wvarious makes, taking them
apart and reassembling them to test
their durability in order to find the
type which would best withstand the
rigors of dormitory life. Although no
particular iifespan has been aimed at,
it is expected that the new furniture
wiil last for {fifteen fo twenty years.
The old furniture, which had almost
reached the “semi-antique” stage hav-
ing been in the dorms for thirty
vears, was disposed of quickly. Some
was distributed among the various de-
partments In the Institute, and the

The Institule will pick up the tab
for the entive conference, including
meals, lodging at the Sheraton Plaza
Hotel, and transportution (in excess
of #50) for delegates iraveling here
from almost every state.

“These people will be our guests,”
aceording to Fugene H, Chamberlain,
assistant director of admissions. “We
wait to make them feel at bome on
our campus.” To help in so doing,
ecach delegate will have, as his per-
sonal host, an MIT student who is a
raduate of the delegate’s high school,
nr a resident of his city or state.

The conference will make it possible
for guidance directors to mingle and
exchange guidance experiences with
others from schools of many states,
ordinarily Impossible on a local or, at
the most, state level,

Highlight of the conference will be
speeches by Jerrold R, Zachavias, Pro-
fessor of Physies, Chairman of the
Physical Seciences Study Committee,
and by George B. Thomas Jr., Asso-
ciate Professor of Mathematies.

Professor Zacharias will speuk on
the newest developments in the teach-
ing of high school science, subjeet of
his commitiee’s research here during

the past vear. Profussor Thomas will
sddress the conference on recent de-
velopments in the teaching of second-
ary school mathematices.

The conference is part of MIT's
overall school-relations program, In
its third year here, the progrum is
cimilar to those undertaken in the
pust by severul other colleges, notably
AMichipan State Upiversity, The Toaxti-
tute is rewarded wilh a betler spread
of information of its undergradusite
programs, and hopefully, with an ever-
rising quality of studunts aceepted for
admission.

IBM 704 Computer
Does 62 Problems
In Its First Year

The wear-old IBM 704 Computer,
housed in Building 26, has to date
undergone a wide variety of uses on
problems presented by beth faculty
and students. Among these problems
have been work upon the government
Operalion Moonwatch, studies related
to simulating the human brain, and
new approaches to machine Communi-
eation. Approximately 200 of 329 pro-
grams as vet remain unsolved.

When questioned about 2 stalement
in this year’s “Social Beaver” that
“the 1BAI 764 Computer is available
for use by MIT students,” the Cowm-
patation  Center  replied  that thix
wus true. The project must be con-
sidered worthwhile by the Center, and
the student must be able to program
the muachine himsell. There is no
charge to the student for use of mi-
chine time, tape, punch cards and
other facilities. Ceommercial rates for
the 704 run upwards of $3.00 o minute
for machine time.

To aid persons interested in meet-
ing the programming requircinent,
courses on the computer are given by
hoth the Electrieal Engincering De-
partment and Computation Center as
pixt of the Course VI seyuence. Short
courses are given, designed to teach
programming only. Applications are
co heavy however, thut the applicant
must  convince the Center that he
needs the 704 for some worthwhile
project,

Beryllium Danger

Prevention of beryllium poisoning,
1 possibie threat to builders of space
vehicles and atomic devices, will be
discussed here on September 30 and
October 1 by scientists, physicians,
and industrialists. Chaiyman of the
opening session wil]l be Dr. Harriet L.
Hardy of the MIT Medical Depart-
ment.

Beryllium is a light element used
to strengthen copper and other metals.
It has figured importantly in the de-
velopment of atomie weapons, and is
likely to be used increasingly in gyro-
scopes and other parts of aircraft,
ballistic missiles and space ships.

Dr., Hardy found beryllium disease
among workers in fluorescent lamp
factories a dozen years ago. Beryi-
lium is no longer used in such lamps.
She continued her study of beryliium
exposures among workers on the
atomie bomb at MIT and Los Alamos.
Since 1952, with funds provided by the
Atomic Energy Commission, she and
her associates at Massachusetts Gen-
eral Hogpital have kept records of
more than 600 cases.

Dr. Thomas Ely of the AEC’s Divi-
sion of Biology and Medicine will be
chairman of the session on the effects
of beryllium poisoning, and Prof Phil-
lip P. Drinker of the Harvard School
of Public Health and 1. Thomas L.
Shipman for the Los Alamos Scienti-
fic Laboratory wiil preside over ses-
sions on control of the disease. Gen-
eral discussion of papers presented
by the scientists and authorities on
occupational medicine will be opened
by Dr. Joseph Aub and Dr. Harvey
Elkins of Boston.

Atlantie Pact Assembly on Campus For Day of Meeting

The Atlantic Treaty Assembly came
to the campus last Friday with twe
discussions in Kresge Auditorium
about problems facing the North At-
lantiec Treaty Organization. This was
part of the fourth annual program of
the Atlantic Treaty Association, which
is an international group of citizens’
organizations werking to build public
interest in and support for NATO,
The remainder of the week-long pro-
gram ineluded such netable speakers
as Paul-Henri Spaak, Belgian states-
man and a prominent supporter of
European unity; Lester Pearson of

Canada, who recently won the Nobel
Peace Prize; and John Foster Dulles,
Secretary of State.
