This group, the Technology Textbook Agency, was charging a 200%
markup, yet planned to undersell the American printed texts by sub-
stantial margins. When their actions came under the scrutiny of the
Dean’s Office and JudCom, Strauss, along with several others, was
refused permission to register for the next year. .

After this enforced absence from the campus, which lasted a
year, Strauss returned to MIT. In 1965, he ran for UAP, and re-
ceived 259 votes out of 1952 cast. The next year, realizing the futility
of another attempt on the tifle under his own name, Strauss was

Evelyn Wood first ebserved dynamic reading 18 years ago
when 2 professor 2t the Upivensity of Utah read her term
papar at an amazing £$000 words a minute. Mrs, Weod's
curiosity caused her to look for other exceptional readers,
and gver the next few years she found 50 people who could’
read faster than 1500 words per minute, with fine compre-
hension, outstanding recall and great rpading satisfaction.

She was niow sure it was possible to read faster than anyone
had thought, but the question of »ow was not yet answered.
It took B years: of toil and research, to find the answers.
Eventually sie developed s technigue whereby the average
student was ablp to learr 1o read 3 to 10 tines faster.
