Bill Hunt spocke next on the
activities of the Boston Draft
Resistance Group. The BDRG
is engaged in legal service for
inductees and delinquents, draft
counciling and training, and co-
ordmatmg of resistance activi-
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ties, Hunt stated that the BDRG
includes 400 who have turned in
their draft cards and 509 more
who have pledged to refuse in-
duction.
