MIT President Ken Browning
66 announced today that the
Institute’s Cambridge campus
would move immediately to a
spacious suburban tract in
Wazoo, Mich, Said Browning,
“*Llasses will not be disrupted.
since the move will be made on
a long weekend.”

The MIT Schedules Office an-
nounced today that the third
of March will follow directly
after the-second of the month.
The decision, reached at a
closed meeting of the Schedul-
ing Staff, was a shock to many,
including President Jerry
Wiesner, who said that he was
“outraged by this presumption
of calendarization,” and that
“the decision was a clear ex-
ample of administrative now
sequitur.”

Australian press magnate
Rupert Murdoch has failed in
his efferts to enter the
Cambridge newspaper scene,
The Daily Reamer learned to-
day.

Negotiations between the in-
ternational news lord and The
Tech, MIT’s oldest and most
prestigious journal, broke
down after Murdoch called
Leonard Toad's final offer of
one rock and two dead birds
““overstating your worth,
turkey pooftah.” Toad
reclined to comment.
Murdoch is reporied to be
looking at cffers from the
Boston University Exposure,
Tech Talk, and the Boston
Evening Transcript.

The MIT Dining Service today
announced that the price of
Commons will be decreased by
over 40 per cent next year.
However, a $3.50 cover charge
will coliected at the door to
defray rising costs.

President Jimmy Carter told
the press yesterday that he
would seek legislaticn making
the peanut the official food of
the US. When asked to com-
ment, Special Advisor Ken
Browning 66 said that
“peanut butter would have
been a better choice, but 1t
would have been up the butt.”

Secretary of Defense Harold
Brown reported Monday that
unless Americans stop con-
suming hot fudge at the near-
record rate of the previous
three months, American forces
overseas will be denied sun-
daes for at least three vears.

President Jerome Weasel's
semi-annual administration din-
ner party was cut short Monday
night when an atomic explosion
rocked the Cambridge
countryside and leveled the state-
fv. ivy-covered residence on
Memorial Drive.

The oniy known survivor of the
blast was Associate Dean for Stu-
dent Affairs Kenneth Browning
‘66, who threw himself on the
bomb only moments before it ex-
ploded in an attempt to save the

other guests’ lives, then
miraculously walked away un-
scathed.

While dormitories and campus
buildings on the west side of
Mass. Ave. were largely unaf-
fected by the cataclysm, nothing
east of the avenue und south of
City Hall remained standing.
Acting Chancellor Browning an-
nounced that students at the
Sloan  School of Munagement,
obliterated by the holocaust,
would receive tuition refunds.

A spokesman at the MIT
Center for Atomic Research,
while expressing regret that Har-
vard was left unscathed by the
blast, confirmed that Browning
had asked the Center to “loan™
hium the device for the evening,
and that sclentists, although
finding the request unusual,
decided to allow the bomb’s
removal.

Former Dail Reamer Business
Manager and Chuairperson Ken-
neth Brownmimg "66 was named
Talumnus of the centuny ™ by o
special blue-ribbon alumni com-
mission and was awarded the
Medal of Freedom by President
Carter Monday afternoon.

Browning, who most recenth
served as Associate Dean for Siu-
dent Affairs at MIT betore being
appomted  Under-Secretary of
HUHDY, was cited by the alumn
commission us “the man who
epitomizes redundaney and inep-
ttude” and by the President as
“un esecutive who his done the
must Lo restore open spuaces 1o the
\merican landscape by packing
thousands of people into an
amazingly smuall area.”™

The Medal of Freedom, the na-
tion's highest civitiun award. was
avwarded to Browning in a
ceremony i his home in Beverly
Hitls, Calif. The award was uc-
cepted for Browning, who couid
not be present, by his close friend,
former sumo wrestler. Tigerlilh
Lefkowitz. who teld the crowd
that “Cupcuake is pleased as
punch to receive this honor.™

Fhe alumni commission

selected Browning as afumnus of

the century 1 what wis described
by sourees close to the group as
Tsurprise move,” The millionaire
socialile narrowly squeaked by
the late Vannevar Bush, the
defaved James R, Killian, Jr.,
and Boston acwspaper columnist
Franas W Sargent.,

Browning, who had bheen
vacabioning i the Bahamas, was
grected upon his return (o
Boston's Loguan airport by an es-
tmated 76,000 admirers, in-
cluding the entire MIT student
body, Senator Edwurd M. Ken-
nedv, Goversor Dukakis, and
former Cambridge Musor Alfred
Vellucer, who resigned Monday
for undisclosed reasons of health,
Browning is expected to take over
the post later this evening.

“This 15 4 great moment for
me,” cried Browning, bursting
into a flood of tesrs. He paused
for ninety minutes and then con-
cluded “Tigerhitli and I ask for
vour help and for God's,” He
claimed later that he and the ro-
tund Miss Lefkowitz were “just
friends.”

One of the most significant
vears in American History was
1944, The Allies landed in Nor-
mandy on D-Day. FDR was
elected to his fourth term. And
Ken Browning was born in
Wazoo, Michigan.

Even in the hospital nursery,
Browning was a leader of men, his
mother asserts in her
autobiography, The Lou Gehrig
Story. “Litle Kenny was just
great back then with the children.
He would arrange them, six
babies in each crib. and got the
hospital to serve Ranch-style
Gerber’s,”

Through elementary school the
HUD Secretary-to-be devejoped
his amazing skills even further.
His school principal, Vannevar
Bush, commented in an ABC
television interview in early 1955
that young Browning was a very
helpful chiid, especially during
faculty shortage crises. ‘1t was
just amazing, how Kenneth could
convince his fellow students that
doubling-up at desks wus neces-
sary as part of ‘tightening our
belts.” Without the boy, the
faculty might have had some
trouble. He was even appointed
crosswalk monitor.”

In junior high school and then
high school, Browning dated

-several thousand women, most of

them for extended periods of
time. One of these women was
Annette Funicello, the well-
known professional surfer who
attempted suicide after being
dumped by Browning following a
fong and torrid affair.

Another romantic interest of
the future housing tycoon was
Ethel Merman. a local singer.
Merman confided in her
memoirs, My Secrer Life as Mr.
Ed, that she had often begged him
to marry her, but ““Ken wouldn't,
because he claimed his destiny
as manifest, or something like
that.™

During his years at the In-
stitute, Browning was the first un-
dergraduate to encounter
overcrowding — s roommale,
Gene Brammer recollects, **Yeah,
every weekend he'd make me go
sleep in the library, saving uvhhh,
‘three’s a crowd. Gene,” ™

As business muanager,
chairperson. and chief honcho in
general of the undergraduate
newspaper The Duaily  Reamer,
Browning was instrumental in ex-
punding the staff and reducing of-
fice space. making working condi-
tions “‘unbearable,” according to
Chuck Fuairbanks, a Student
Center janitor.

Shortiy after his graduation in
1966. the former crosswalk
monitor joined the Dean’s Office
as Associate Dean for Student Af-
[airs. Svon after he was promoted
to Associate Dean for Student Afl-
fairs.

Provost Carola Eisenberg at-
tributed the student’s resistange

ing. “He was trying to alleviate
the critical MIT housing shor-
tage. which troubles us all so

Fisenberg would not comiment
