An article published six veurs
aga in The Tech guoted then-
Student Center Munuger Ed Di-
mond as saving that “there is no
wiy the two elevaters can be put
oo commen-cgll syvstem.” The
ek ol u common-cull system is
probabdly the magor shortcoming
of the clevarors, It often resulis in
prople calling both clevators and
usintg wiichever armves firdd, so
that the other elevator hus to stop
far ne ceason, causing people on
uther fJoors 1o wait fonger.

According to Associate Siedent
Center Muanuger Frank SWinsor.
the fuch of commaon-call ulso pre-
senls cnother drawback: it is not
cacommon for hoth edesators to
he headed i the seme directiion ui
time. Y areselt

with two elevators working.

Muanuger of Elecirical Services
Puul Blanchard pointed out that
another common cause of
prohiems are those (mes when
the Coop or the Food Service uses
one of the elevators as a “freight
eaprea~ .

In 1881 The Tech published its first issue, and MIT had one
student newspaper. It took 88 years before a group of students
started Thursday, which was intended to provide political
coverage In a highly politicized era. This week, the MIT com-
munity saw the debut of The Beaver, which is to be a weekly
publication aimed at covering entertainment, intramural
sports, the Boston social scene, and generally “'soft” news.

It is indicative of the times that whereas Thursday was begun
ds 4 paper containing *‘no entertainment, no sports,” The
Beaver is entirely devoted to such topics. Thursday has of
course, changed considerably — while it is still politically
oriented, it has expanded its coverage to include the arts and
nonpelitical news,

The Tech, while it has grown from a biweekly, primitive jour-
nal into a semiweekly, modern newspaper, has never really
changed its editorial focus. The expansion of Tech Talk into a
newspaper which provides coverage of official events and other
1tems not necessarily of interest to undergraduates, relieved The
Tech of those responsibilities. On the whole, however, The Fech
is still holding true, in a modern sense to the goal of Volume 1,
Number 1: “to promote the interests of the students of the In-
stitute. and maintain a friendly spirit among them, breaking
down the ancient barriers of class and department.”

Times chage: a look at The Beaver at some time in the future
may reveal 4 newspaper quite unrelated to the one distributed
on Wednesday. It will undoubiedly adapt itself 1o the needs of
the Institute as it perceives them. Right now, however. its focus
is @ refreshing change from the “hard™ news the other three
NEWsSpapers must report.
