Most school-boards and
teachers consider that formal
subject teaching (the three R’s,
civics, science, and the like) is
what school is all about. To be
sure, students do spend time
grappling with the mysteries of
multiplications and division.
Much of their school day,
however, is spent in ways that
are irrelevant to the formal
curriculum. Typically,
relatively large numbers of
children are brought togethér
into a refatively small room
and confined there most of the
school day. Academic learning
in such a situation is difficult -
ai best, children spend an inor-
dinate amount of time in
“noneducational” activities —
lining up, waiting to get the
teacher’s attention, pledging
allegiance to the flag, taking
tests, pretending to study,
lunch period, play, and listen-
ing to the teacher scold.

Yet these activities are
probubly politicaily -more in-
fluential than any formal in-
struction in social studies,
They form part of what some
educators label the “hidden
curriculum,” whose symbolic
message pervades the
educational system from the
early grades.

By a vote of 182 to 65 last Tues-
day, the Faculty of Arts and
Sciences at Harvard University
approved replacing the current
“*general education’ un-
dergraduate cufriculum with a
more restrictive and structured
“core curriculum.” The new
program, which is scheduled 1o be
introduced gradually beginning

September 1979 and to be in fuli.

force by September 1982, is the
first major undergraduate cur-
riculum change at Harvard in
over 30 years.

The current undergraduatle
program is based on a 1945 report

by then Harvard President James

Bryan Conant suggesting that “*an
educated person should have a
basic grounding in three broad
areas — natural sciences, social
sciences and the humanities.”
Over the years, the program
that developed from Conant’s
report has been criticized as not
ensuring that a student achieves a
solid foundation in basic
knowledge . by taking seven to

The dedication of the Henry G.
Steinbrenner Stadium last Sunday
represented the first part of the
MIT Athletic Department’s con-
struction program which is plan-
ned 1o eventually replace the pre-
senl ice rink and the Rockwell
Cuage with a two story ice
rink /special events center and
field house.

L.ike many other of MIT’s
athietic facilities when they were
first built, this new track is con-
sidered to be of very high quality.
It is the only track of its kind in
North America and is considered
to be one of the best collegiate
tracks in New England.

Now, almost a decade after the
last picce of construction dealing
with track and field/general
athletics was completed, it seems
appropriate to take a look at
some of MIT's older facilities —
both those that are still around
and those which no fonger exist
and have been largely forgotien.

MITs  first  athletic  facility,
aquired somelime in the late
18807 or early 1890°s while Tech
was still in Boston, was
Technalogy Field in Brookline.
Al the entrance to this now all but

They were words which
would contlinue to epitomize
MIT's attitude toward sports over
the years.

After MIT moved to its present
location, there was an East
Campus track for a while and the
court on the third floor of Walker
wus used for basketball.

Most of MIT's present athletic
factiities were built or aquired by
MIT during a period of little over
a decade from 1947 to 1959,

The first step towurd the con-
struction of what is now the Du-
pont complex wuas the aqguisition
of the Rockwell Cage which had
been used by the US Government
for indoor drill.

The addition
of this new facility more than
tripled the number of basketball
ceurts. In particuluar, it increased
the court ime for IM basketball
while leaving the varsity busket-
batl and fencing teams in Walker.
In a letter from Geiger to the
News Office on Oct. 3, 1947,
Geiger wrote: "With the addition
of this much needed structure to
Technology sport facilities, we

Ghould be enabled to realize to a -

preater degree the general
educational aim of ‘a Sport for
Every Mun and Every Man for a
Spori. '

The Cuage was a much needed
addition to indoor space for inter-
collegtate teams as well in a Feb.
3, 1948 news release, Dr. John J
Rowlands of the MIT news office
wrote: “The Rockwell Field
House will provide much needed
indoor facilities for practicing and
competition in the 16 differentin-
fercollegiate sports that

Technology participates in.”

The largest additions to the
athletic facthities, however, occur-
red in the mid to late fifties. 1955
suw the addition of beth the ice

rink wnd the moveuble basketball
floor in the cage. Although the
rink has been working on almost
a vear to vear basis for almost a
decade. 1t was considered to be a
good facility in the days when ar-
tficial ice rinks were few and far
hetween, even in New England.
Fhe hub of the west.cumpus
athletic tucilities, the 125 million
doWar [dPont gymnasivum. 1s
mosth the result of a miilion dol-
lar beguest by David Flett Du-
Pont. A week before his death in
an auto criash on Sepiember 2,
1955, the young DuPont had
drawn up an agreement providing

" that a4 quarter of his estate be dis-

tributed to MIT.

The beyuest was used first 1o
replace the eight tennis courts in
wesl campus with twelve  new
ones. Named the Dyvid Flett Du-
Pont tennis c¢ourts, some ¢on-
sidered them to be the finest in the
MNortheast,

On September 4 of the same
year. MIT bought the old
Cambridge Armory from the
government for $375,000. The
plans were drawn up for an
athletic complex  which would
connect this newly bought Ar-
mory, the Rockwell Cage, and the

was [est occupied in 1939,

The wrchitectural firm of
Hartwell, Richardson, and Driver
were engaged to do the construc-
tion which would bring the level
of MIT's athletic facilities up to
their present level. The Director of
Athletics. Richard L. Balch said
of the new facility: " During 1938-
59 there were 3182 students
registered in 30 physical educa-
tion classes. About 3300 men
plaved on the 421 teams that com-
peted in 14 kinds of intramural
contests, and one gut of every
four students participated in one
or more of 19 intercollegiate
sports. We anticipale an increuse
in such activities during the com-
ing vear thanks to the fucilities
provided by DuPont Athletit
{enter.” _

The Sieinbrenner track with its
modern surface manufactured by
the Germun company,
Berleburger Foam Materials Fuc-
tory. is the first major addition to
the west campus sports lacilities
since DulPont.
