Floor members which carry a
counsiderable floor area may be de-
signed for smaller live load than
that for which the floor beams are
designed, because the entire
area of the floor carried by such
girders accumulates so slowly as
to do away entirely with the effect
of impact to which the individual
beams will always be subject.

If it is desired to obtain an alu-
minum casting with a fine surface,
the best results can be secured by
first facing the mold with a fine
sand, it should be baked with the
smoke of g gasoline torch. Iithese
precautions are followed, the ordi-
nary brass founder will have no

minum castings.
