DISCUSSION CLASSES.

Every man in the Institute will
receive a letter this week from the
Technology Young Mien's Chris-
tian Association, giving him an op-
portunity to enter one of the sever-
al discussion classes to be formed
soon. In nearly all of the colleges1
and universities throughout the
United States and Canada volun-
tary Bible Study has been intro-
duced with great success.

At T'ech the association proposes
to have discussion classes rather
than the regular bible classes with
daily readings, which are generally
followed. Group classes will be
formed, not only in several of the
fraternities and in Tech Chambers
but also in some of the fellows
rooms as well, where several men
room near each other. The object
in having the classes in small
groups is to give each man an op-
portunity to enter into the discus-

sion and also to form closer friend-
ships than would be possible in a
large class.

As soon as the replies are re-
ceived from these letters, the men
will be grouped in classes and each
group will be given an opportunity
to decide upon the course to follow,
manner of conducting the class,
and time of meeting.

The association suggests that the
groups meet weekly during Novem-
ber and December and again from
the middle of February to the mid-
dle of April, making two short
courses six and ten weeks in length.
It may be possible for the men liv-
ing at a distance to mieet some fore-
noon or afternoon at a free hour
rather than at night or Sunday.
