be made with a "path" not exceeding
fifteen feet in width.

No competitor shiall wear boots or
shoes with any projecting nails, springs
or points of any kind, or mlake any holes
in the ground wvith his lieel or in any
way before the start; or wilfully touch
the ground with any part of his per-
son but his feet. The "Anchor" only
may pass thile rope around his body and
may wear a suitable belt.

Any direct interference by any coachi
or spectator in any event miay render
the side assisted liable to disqualification
by the referee, and his judgment shlall
be final.

Points will be counted as follows:
Football gamne, four (4) points; relay
race, tihree (3) p)oinits; tilug-of-war, two
(2) points.

Niuinerals will be awarded to membllers
of hboth the football teams actually p)al-
ticipating in thile ,gamie, but not exceed-
ing, a total of sixteen men, to be desig-
llate(l by- tile cal)tain or manager of the
teanli, by letter to the Chairman of the
Advisory Coreielon Th Nrsday, Nov.
7th.

Also to the memnbers of the wvinning
relay teamn and twvo substitutes, (the
latter to be namiied oni the (lay previous
to tile gaies.) anild to the -winning tug-
of-war team.

The management of the gamles and-all
matters connected with samie Is vested
in tihe Advisory Council. and may be
(delegated to any sub-commiiittee it may

allpoint.
Football and whistles, flags for relay

race, and flags and rope for tug-of-war,
will be plrovided by the Advisory Coun-
cil .and referees, umpires, timers and
otlie- officials shall be appointed: by it.

Anlly protest in connection with the
above rules. roit be filed with the Chair-
lman of the Advisory Council not later

than Monday, Nov. 4th.
