General Thomas H. Hubbard, president
of the Arctic Peary Club was in" Boston
Saturday, on his way to New York.
Tle said that Commander Peary’s state-
ment would be laid hefore the elub with-
in a couple of days, and that it would
probably he made public within a week.

Peary’s Arctic steamer, the Roosevelf,
has returned to New York today from
her trip up the Ilondson with the naval
parade, and is mow at the Brooklyn
navy yard. A special guard is there
stationed to protect her from souvenir
hunters. .

Mene, the ¥skimo boy who accom-
panied Peary in @ previous expedition,
has returned to the far north, on the
schooner Jeanie, He has been so home-
sick sinee he came south that it was
tiought advisable to put him ashore at
North Star bay., Lieutenant Peary has
provided him with a rifle, ammunition,
waood for sledges, and other material
enongh ‘v lnst him a year. Mene is the
anly surviver of a number of Eskimaos
who were brought south by Commuhder
Peary o few years apgo.

Orvitlle \Wright, the aviator, made a
new vecord in high flying Saturday. At
Potsdam he flew at a height of more
than 1600 feet, although no actual meas-
urements were taken. Earlier in the
day. he took up Crown Prince Fsedel‘ick
William as a passenger. They rose over
Bomnstedt at a height of twenty feet
for a short time, bhut the Crown Prince
desired to sail higher, so a maximum
altitude of sixty feet was attained.

Mr Wright was congratnlated by the
Crown Prince and presented with an ap-
propriate dinmond and ruby pin of con-
siderable value. Later Mr. Wright made
his record fight and returning to eaerth.
said:

“I mever flew so high before. No
measurenient was taken, but T estimate
that T reached an altitnde of 500 meters
{1637 feet). Tt is sufficlent to gage
hight. bnt T make the estimate from the
time it took me from the starting point
to the greatest altitude.

“Tmmediately after rising T set the
“vh rudder at the maximum and kept
climbing steadily for 15 minutes, until
the fielil and adjacent country reminded
me of the picture T hnd from Zeppelin's
airship, only things seemed smaller.

“The descent [ made in five minutes.
1 came down at a simply terrifying
speed.
rushed through the air, but my sensa-
tions were just the same as in lower
altitude. The air was no colder and the
wind vesistance was no greater.”
