the Institute to retire as Professor

.Emeritus.

He was actively connected with
Technology for 43 years. During nis
service he was unigue in being the
only protessor who had lectured to
all second year students for thirty
years, and was finally induced to give
up half of the class in 1%03. His in-
terest in the progress of science was
shown in the fact that his lectures
were always up to date, with his ex-
periments carefully selected and car-
ried out to illustrate the latest devel-
opments in his field. The 1lectures
themselves were models of clcarness
and scientific exposition.

Active As A Scientist

Professor Cross was well known in
outside scientific cirecles. DLntering
the domain of physics at the begin-
ning of a period of extraordinary
growth in applied science, ne was a
potent factor in the development of
such epoch making devices as ihe tel-
ephone, to which by means of many
original experiments, he contributed
much of importance in the days when
tie concept of transmitting sound over
wires was considered very unusuai.
He was also an authority upon many
applications of physics to the needs of
modern industry. He did much,
through his connection with the Insti-
tute, to°make both the educational
world and the general public appreci-
ate the significance and value of mod-
ern methods of teaching applied sci-
ence.

Professor Cross was active and zeal-
ous and of great service to the Insti-
tute, to indusiry, and to science. His
value as a teacher was gue to his ef
fectiveness as an educational pioneer,
and his devotion to the highest stan-
dards in pursuit of pure and applied
seience. During the early years of
the Institute, when there was doubt
of its stability, he accepted his part
of the sacrifice gladly, in maintaining
the organization, and by his important
pioneering work, purposeful achieve-
ment, and steady progress, made
known the value of the principles and
methods ©of teaching for which the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology
stood.

He was a Fellow of the American
Academy of Arts and Sciences, 3 mem-
ber of the American Physical Society,
American Institute of Electrical En-
gineers, American Astronomical Soci-

He al-
so wrote the “Notes on Mechanics™
and “Notes op Optics,” as well as
many other articles for scientific peri-
odicals.

Professor Cross was married in
1873, his wife dying in 1900. His only
son, Charles R. Cross, Jr.,, was killed
in France in 1915. To honor his mem-
ory, the Department of Physics will
suspend its classes tomorrow morn-
ing, while the members attend the
funeral.
