Dr. Bodz;wer Lecmres
On the Creation Of A

Universal Language

Dr, Frederick Bodmer, philclogist
and author, will lecture Thursday,
Aprit 20, at 5:00 p.m. in room 1-190.
The talk, sponsored by the Lecture
Series Committee, is entitled “Lan-
guage Enginesring.”

The lecturs will'be a discussion
of the possibility of creating a
simple effective world language.
The lack of communieczation in the
world today, due largely to lan-
guage harriers, makes this subiect
an Important topic as well as an
interesting cne. The analysis will
alsc give insight into the problem of
learning a modern language.

Dr. Bodmer is the author of The
Loom of Language, 2 book discuss-
ing the development and character-
istics of languages, and giving a
vivid comparison of the members of
the Romance and Teutonic groups
of languages. In the light of this
discussionn suggestions for better
ways of learning a language are
given.

A native Swiss, who has taught in
Europe and South Africe, Dr. Bod-
mer is now a lecturer for the de-
partment of modern langliages at
the Institute.

We planned for every economy wa could.
Ome poseibility was the curtaliment ef thg
laundry service, which costs about $31,000.
A rent incresse of approximately $10.00 per
iferm per -student wouid be necessary to con-
tinue the laundry service. We believed that
many students could bring thelr ¢wn blankets,
pheets, towels, otc,, from home with no out-
of-pocket expense and send their laundry home,
his always hzsz been the usual practice In
practically all men's colleges. We thought our
students would prefer this to an equivalent
raige fn rent. Inthe opinlon of those who have
been called to discuss thiz matter with me,
we were wrong. I have advised several stu-
dents that if they will present to the Committes
on Houslng a petition signed by a majority of
dormitory res!dents that they would prefer an
Increase in rent to cover laundry rervice, we
would be very glad to recongider this matter.

There appears to have been a mistake made
in the Interpretation of the announcement 2’2
to how applications would be handled. I have
heard that students were greatly troubled bee
sause they believed they must file thelr sppll-
cations at once and that a priority would be
given on a basis of filing dates. This Is nct
trug, It has been the intent and Is the plan
of tile Committee on Housing to take al ap-
plleations egually with no referencs to date
untll April 25, am announced. If, after thig
closing date for fSlng appllce.tinna. thare are
too many, or confilcts within any priority,
selection will be made by Jot.

1 am very sorry there hos been confusion
ané some misunderstanding, The Co ittes
or Housing acted in one instance on e best
information avaliable from our experlence of
many years and chose the Hayden unit for
freshmen. In the other melter, in our atiempt
to avoid a deflcit we may have made the wrong
assumption, If there i3 gadequate evidencs
that we were wrong In our propofed plans,
we will, of course, be glad to recongider.

‘In the matter ol the pgelection of the fresn-
man dormitory the only protest I have had has
neen from students, slx in number, who will
have to move to another building, perhaps
Riverside. MNaturally, I would like confirma.
tlon of this statement that the Committes on
Hotusing made the wrong selextion from repi-
dents of Walcott, Geodale and Bemip, who
would have to move If the Committee's decision
had been for thelr bullding for freshimen,
